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Licence Application Process

UltraRunning Ireland operates a Race Event Licence system to ensure international standards in the operation
of ultra running events. An UltraRunning Ireland Licence is necessary to obtain an International Association of
Ultra Runners (IAU) Label. A URI Licence is the only means to ensure that performances can be recognised, both
nationally and internationally, including for record purposes and competition selection.

The application form must be completed fully and submitted electronically with all additional documentation
as outlined below. A panel from UltraRunning Ireland will review the documentation and revert to the appli-
cant within 14 days of submission. Please note that all participants, through their registration, will become
associate members of UltraRunning Ireland.
